Format - up to 4 pages in Microsoft Word (doc or docx). Paper size: A4; page orientation: portrait with 

margins on all sides of 20 mm; font: Times New Roman14 pts; line spacing: 1.5). 

 

The title of the file (in English) should contain the author’s surname and initials, underscore, the word 

"report" without spaces (e.g. "Ivanov I._report"). 

 

Author (and co-author) information should be centred (in English or Ukrainian), degree, academic 

qualification, academic (or honorary) rank, workplace, city, country, ORCID ID, email address). 

 

Paper title should be in bold capital letters centred (without abbreviations and acronyms). 

 

Keywords - in English or Ukrainian (up to 6 words). 

 

Footnotes, references are indicated in square brackets indicating the serial number of the source in the 

list; if necessary, through a comma - page numbers (pages), for example: (Schwartz, 2021, p. 345).
