Science and Society
Young people need to understand how our society depends upon scientific and
technological advancement and to realize that science is a basic part of modern
living. The scientific process and the knowledge produced cannot be considered to
be ends in themselves, except for the classical scientist. A student should
understand the relation of basic research to applied research, and the connection
between technological developments and human affairs. More of technology than
science will be involved in social decisions, but both are important in public

policy.




The knowledge and methods of science are of little importance if there is no
inclination to use them properly. An open mind, a desire for accurate knowledge,
confidence in the procedures for seeking knowledge, and the expectation that the
solution of problems will come from the use of tested and proven knowledge —
these are among the «scientific attitudes». Science instruction should acquaint
students with career possibilities in technical fields and science teaching. A
continuous effort should be made to identify and encourage those who develop
special interests. They should be given opportunities for some direct experience of
a professional nature; they should also learn about the extent of the various science
fields and how these fields are related to each other. But it is even more important
for young people to acquire those skills and abilities that will enable them to take
the responsibilities for expanding their own learning.
